Inspired by the region’s new wine industry, they
established Spring Valley Vineyard Wines, which has since
gained widespread recognition.

In 2007, Mary founded DAMA Wines, one of Washington’s

few certified woman-owned and managed wineries. DAMA’s
award-winning wines, crafted from grapes sourced from Walla
Walla Vineyards and Yakima Valley, showcased Mary’s artistry
and attention to detail. Mary’s approach to winemaking drew
parallels to her musical background. Just as singing requires

a strong technical foundation, so too does winemaking. She
believed that a wine should not only be technically sound but
also reflect the winemaker’s unique personality.
